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Sensational views which go forever…

Kildare, cradled in an elevated valley setting, follows the sun…to the east are intimate views over Moncks Bay, Shag Rock and the golden glow of sunrise over the blue Pacific, to the north the broad expanse of Pegasus Bay with the Kaikoura Ranges shimmering in the distance and the western vista stretches away over the city to the Southern Alps draped in hues of dusk.

The pioneering spirit of early Canterbury and the ancestors of the developers Jerry and Sue Blakely are ever-present in the place names of Kildare.

The name Kildare itself is from the title of Sue’s great grandfather James Edward Fitzgerald, founder and superintendent of Canterbury, who was a Gerald of Kildare.
John Monck was an early Cantabrian who gave his name not only to the land upon which Kildare rests, but also the Bay below.

Jerry’s history is represented in Melleray Place, named after the village in Ireland where his ancestors originated. John Blakely, Jerry’s great grandfather emigrated to New Zealand in 1870 aboard the sailing ship Omeo and established the district’s first butchers shop in the Central Otago settlement of Ophir.

The determination and bravery required for these voyages is celebrated in Serenata, a seafarer’s peaceful melody.

Both fathers are remembered here, Avery was Jerry’s late father’s Christian name. Harry Fergus Smith was Sue’s late father, he was the son of one of the three brothers who founded Smith and Smith Ltd.
